Our focus texts this term are, ‘The Bog Baby’ by Jeanne Willis, and ‘My Pet Goldfish’
by Catherine Raynor. We are focusing on writing short sentences using known
phonics, and securing our use of capital letters and full stops with increasing
confidence and independence.

We are going to be exploring and comparing length and height. We will also learn
about time and consider how long 1-minute is. We will be learning about the

| composition of numbers up to 10 and will learn about number bonds to 10. Then,

we will explore 3D shapes.

We are going to be reading and learning about non-fiction texts. We are working on
developing a deep familiarity with now knowledge and vocabulary.

We are going to be continuing to work on showing resilience and perseverance in
the face of challenge. We are also going to be thinking about identifying and
moderating our own feelings socially and emotionally.

We are going to be focusing on how to keep our bodies healthy. This includes how
to brush our teeth well. We will also think about healthy and unhealthy foods, being
physically active, having limited ‘screen time’, and a good sleep routine.

We are going to be learning about different natural environments and using our

senses to explore this. We will also talk about our body parts and how they differ to
the body parts of a goldfish.

We are going to be exploring and engaging in music-making and dance and per-
forming these.

We are going to be thinking about why Christians put a cross in an Easter garden.
We will be learning about Palm Sunday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday. We will
learn about the meaning of the Christian symbol of the cross.

Core Books

A magical tale of loving and learning
to let go. One Spring, two girls find a
creature in a pond. They nurture and
care for it but gradually the bog baby
sickens and the children have to ask
their mother, from whom they have
kept it a secret, for help. The
response they get is unexpected and
the story ends with a delightful
revelation of interaction between
children and bog babies continuing
through the generations.

An addition to Walker's Nature
Storybooks series, focussed on the
experience of bringing home a new
pet fish. Narrated by a child in first

person, with facts about goldfish
peppered throughout the text - we
learn about goldfish care and
behaviour, and how pet goldfish can
also thrive in outdoor ponds. The
book closes with an index and a note
from the author detailing how best to
care for a fish.
